Instructions
1. Use a photocopier to enlarge this

pattern to fit your album page.

2. Using the pattern pieces
provided, cut:

• 5 of pieces 1, 2, 3, & 4 
(use different colors for 
each piece)

• 4 of pieces 5 & 6

• 4 of piece 3 using printed
paper

3. Measure the background sheet
into thirds horizontally and
vertically. Draw lines dividing
your background sheet into 9
equal squares as shown in the
example.

4. Glue together 5 stacks of solid-
colored pieces 1, 2 & 3,
centering them on top of each
other with smallest on top and
largest on bottom. Glue piece 4
to the top of the stacks, creating
a diamond shape, as shown in
the example.

5. Trim 5 photos slightly smaller
than piece #4 and glue them into
the center of the 5 color stacks.

6. Glue together 4 stacks of pieces
5, 6 and printed paper 3,
arranging them as you did in 
step 4.

7. Glue your composed stacks into
the 9 squares you drew on the
background page, as shown in
the example. 

8. Write a title/caption for your
page on a piece of coordinating
paper, trim and glue onto page.

9. Glue your finished page to your
scrapbook page.

10.Insert your finished page into
your sheet protector. Now you’re
ready to place it in your album!
